| attended the Corrections Quarterly March 18", 2017. | have since learned the application
requirements listed on the applications for local detention centers are incorrect. As | have found out
I am not eligible to volunteer. To be eligible you need to have a 5 year term from your last release.
This includes misdemeanors as well as probation. | still feel | can be an asset as the District 24
corrections chair.

| have contacted two members of the correction committee and will help facilitate them into the King
County Detention Center. We have chosen King County as at the Quarterly it was brought to



attention the need for volunteers there. Aside from the corrections committee, | have also helped
facilitate applications for other members of Alcoholics Anonymous. Just a side note... King County is
also in desperate need of Hispanic volunteers.

There is new news from corrections.....

There will be the first ever National Corrections Conference in North America in St. Louis, MO.,
from November 10th thru the 12", 2017. Corrections is also trying to start a Skype meeting for
individuals who are high risk offenders who require a higher level of security.

The most promising news is from the Issaquah Jail. They have started a 1st in the nation pilot
program known as The Corrections SHORT Bridge Program. It is a program focusing on taking
meetings to inmates whom are incarcerated for SHORT terms only. This allows them to get set up
with a bridge volunteer and get dialed in directly upon release. If this program is a success it may
allow AA to take meetings for the first time into the Lynnwood Jail. That is the only facility currently
in District 24 and we have never been allowed access, so fingers crossed.

| continue to facilitate other members into detention centers. Also continue to collect corres-
pondence volunteers as well as bridge volunteers. | will also continue to attend the Area 72 monthly
corrections meeting at Intergroup and will report to District 24 of any new updates.
